a cost of over $1.5 mil-

lion.    The new constructions 

provided a much-improved 

venue for police training and 

instruction essential to achiev-

ing the goal set by the Minis-

try of Internal Affairs. The 

training center and the gym-

nasium will help the MoIA 

develop a capable and profes-

sional national police force 

dedicated to the rule of law 

and the protection of Geor-

gian citizens and their prop-
erty. The U.S. 

Army Corps of 

Engineers devel-

oped the specifica-

tions, announced 

and awarded a con-

tract to "Lindsay," 

a Georgian building company 

and monitored the construc-

tion of the buildings.    Since 

2004, INL has funded a vari-

ety of projects to support the 

MoIA Police Academy, total-

ing more than $6 million.

ers within their respective 

prosecutorôs offices.

Kimball who presented on 

rules governing ethical obli-

gations of United States At-
torneys and presence of the 

three U.S. federal judges, 

who participated in discus-

sions regarding the Judgeôs 

role in disallowing unethical 

behavior. In this regard,  U.S. 

judges shared practical ex-

periences from their courts 

where ethical and discovery 

issues often arise.  The semi-

nar included a presentation 

by the Georgian Prosecutor 

Serviceôs Inspector General, 

who discussed examples of 

how Georgian prosecutors 

have been sanctioned and/or 
investigated for miscon-

duct.  Additional ethics ses-

sions will be planned. 

       On April 24, 2009, US Em-

bassyôs Resident Legal Advisor 

Office and Georgian Prosecu-

tion Service conducted an 

ñEthicsò seminar.  The seminar 

was geared toward prosecuto-

rial ethics in discovery and to-

ward new provisions of the 

draft Criminal Procedure Code 

which parliament is considering 

for adoption by end of 2009. 

The seminar took place at  
Signagi, and involved the 30 

ñtrain-the-trainerò prosecutors 

that have been selected as lead-

Twelve Georgian police investi-

gators and forensic personnel 
from the National Forensic Bu-

reau, the Ministry of Internal 

Affairs, the Ministry of Envi-

ronment Protection Investiga-

tion Division and Tbilisi Fire 

Department  participated 

jointly with 12 Armenian ex-

perts in this regional training 

opportunity.  Seven American 

instructors from the U.S.  

Department of Justiceôs Bureau 

of Alcohol, Tobacco, Firearms 

and Explosives (ATF) conducted 

the arson course from June 8-19.   

The Isani-Samgori regional fire 

station and the ATF instructors 

also conducted a ñBurn Cell 

Practical Examò in which four 
mock furnished apartments, con-

structed specifically for this 

training course, were 

burned.  After the blaze was ex-

tinguished, the Georgian and 

Armenian participants sifted 

through the debris to collect evi-

dence and, based on the training 

received, drew conclusions about 

the cause and origin of the fire.  

The training was a success.
